[1] Approval of minutes (as amended) from April 9th.   N. Rodriguez made motion; J. Johnson seconded.  The motion was approved unanimously.
[2] Discussion of grade appeals recommendation.  Feedback from testimony received via email, through the student government, and through the faculty senate was reviewed.  Suggestions were made that language should be added into the document that addressed specific reasons why a grade might be appealed.  It was agreed to add this language and submit the revised recommendation at the next CAP meeting.
[3] Discussion of academic standing and dismissal recommendation.  Concerns were addressed about whether or not all students on academic probation needed to receive and appeal a dismissal letter  or whether or not students should receive a grace period based on their current semester performance rather than a dismissal letter.  A motion was made that all students should be required to go before the appeals committee regardless of their GPA and the appeals committee could then decide to grant a grace period.  All students would be provided with criteria and guidelines through which they could appeal a dismissal letter.  B. Rifkin made this motion; N. Rodriguez seconded.  The motion was approved 10-2 with one abstention.
