Charges to be Addressed in 2010-2011
Graduate Comprehensive Exams: CAP reviewed a recommendation from GPC on a graduate comprehensive exam policy and appeals procedures.  CAP asked GPC for clarification and revisions before further review.
Academic Load:  In 2008-2009, CAP met with Deans and/or Assistant Deans from each school to hear the needs, concerns and/or issues relevant to majors and schools.  At the request of the Deans, CAP requested path to degree data from Institutional Research.  That data was forwarded to CAP near the end of this year.  Due to other pressing issues, the data was only briefly reviewed this year.  Specifically, CAP asked:
a. How many students in a given semester are taking 5 units (we understand that this is the norm for engineering)

b. How many students are finishing the undergraduate degree in fewer than 8 semesters?  Is this because they go to summer school or because they are taking 5 units/semester?

c. The college policy is that a student must have a GPA of 3.3 or higher to take 5 units.  Is taking 5 units adversely affecting GPA?
