1. Minutes
       The minutes of February 24, 2010 were approved with corrections.
2. Charge to CAP on Mid-Semester Evaluations/Grades
a. Ortiz-Vilarelle reported on the most recent work of the sub-committee. Her report included an update on the development of a Qualtrics survey for faculty and advisors and summaries of the information obtained from the EOF student focus group session, the SGA “PULSE” survey, and a review of similar practices at aspirant-peer institutions.
b. Ortiz-Vilarelle also reported that during the information gathering process, the sub-committee had received reports from students that suggested potential breaches in compliance with TCNJ and FERPA guidelines for faculty. The types of compliance concerns that had been reported included: 
· Public sharing of the grades of individual students.
· Refusal to honor a student’s request to modify the final exam schedule per criteria for more than two exams on a single day.
· Final exams weighted beyond approved maximum percentage of total course grade. 
· Use of only ONE evaluative method for the entire semester (in one case that one evaluation tool was the final exam).
· Refusal to meet with students requesting time to discuss course content, materials, assignments and/or progress.
After discussion of these items, CAP expressly requested that the compliance concerns be included in the CAP Report to Steering on April 7, 2010.
3. New Charge on Holocaust and Genocide Minor
a. As a result of the initial review and discussion of this proposal, CAP decided to refer it back to the School of Culture and Society for corrections, clarification and additional information.
