Experts will help synthesize the different strategic plans from across the campus in a unified vision and it will include facilities master plan.  
4. Charge on International Business

Concentration closure: Testimony from Dean Keep 

Dean Keep provided context for closure of International Business and commented on Professor Tang’s objections.   He noted her valuable contribution to the School of Business and said her responsibilities will remain the same despite the closure.  Dean Keep emphasized the benefits of a Business + IS program for students, the support it has among the faculty, and similar trends at aspirant institutions.  Leake asked about the number of faculty involved in the closure vote. Dean Keep responded that since it was a concentration and not a program, a full vote was not necessary for closure.  Nevertheless, he took broad testimony and retraced the steps for the creation of the International Business concentration, which is the procedure for closure.  
Following Dean Keep’s testimony, CAP unanimously concurred with Dean Keep’s recommendation of the closure of the International Business concentration.  Thereafter, CAP notified Dean Keep and Steering for its continuance in the governance process.
