3. Status of December 2009 version of Promotions Document

· Still under consideration by AFT.

· It was noted that current situation places candidates for reappointment or promotion in an awkward position of not knowing which Reappointment and Promotions document, the December 2008 or December 2009 version, to follow.

· JV – Will ask academic affairs about the current status of the December 2009 document and expected time frame for its final approval.

4. Charge: Ways to Handle Applications from Members of SOSA and Sabbatical Committees.

Lisa Grega, Chair of SOSA Committee, reported on her discussions of this issue with the current SOSA committee members.  Committee members were generally happy with the current system that uses an ad hoc committee of former SOSA Committee members to evaluate the proposals of current SOSA Committee members.

· It was noted in discussion that as competition for SOSA becomes more competitive, satisfaction with the current ad hoc system might decline.

· It was also noted that the SOSA evaluations might benefit from a rubric, perhaps like that employed by MUSE.

CFA committee members were asked to volunteer for one of three subcommittees to handle three of our current charges.  These charges are: 1) Mechanism for Evaluating Applications from SOSA and Sabbatical Committee Members, 2) Formalizing the Requirements for Faculty Office Hours, and 3) Equity Among Disciplinary Standards at TCNJ.  

All subcommittees were asked to review their charges, formulate a plan for moving forward, and report back to CFA at the next meeting, March 24th.
