SOSA recommendation
Final editing of the recommendation, to incorporate feedback from testimony. 

SOSA is working to refine the rubric, which the CFA recommends be more clear. 
Wew ill not exclude any categories of scholars. 

The SOSA committee can deal with the few odd cases of people who are funded by private industry – does nto need to be in our report.

A suggestion that SOSA be elected is an idea that needs to be in a separate future charge possibly. 

SOSA committee members and release time – keep the language we have in the preliminary, but change to 5-7 members for the ad-hoc committee. Not the time to suggest that SOSA get release time.

Feedback from SOSA – keep paragraph about the same with some editing, but add that we ask that unseccessful applicants recive their average rubric scores. 
Single or multiple year awards – keep it as is, but recommend that it be revisited after three years of transfromation, since evryone will have had the reduction to 18 for some time, and that the committee should strive to increase the number of sustained awards.
