Old Business

II. Travel Policy 
a. Teresa San Pedro may be able to provide testimony at one of our April meetings.

b. Beverly Kalinowski provided testimony related to the 
i. Summer Global Tours.  Student participating in the program are provided with a letter of introduction with information relative to the tour, payment schedule, student medical insurance HTH (allows students to be seen and treated abroad).  They also provide the  course registration form.  They discuss passport, travel cancellation insurance and refund, and whom to reach with questions relative to the administration of the tour.  The package provided to students includes:
1. Emergency Medical and Notification Form

2. Medical Examination form

3. Medical Validation 

4. Assumption of Risk and Release Form

5. Statement of Authorization and Consent forms.

ii. International Exchange Programs

1. All of the above information applies, in addition to a housing form.

2. Academic Advisement form – Lists all international courses and TCNJ equivalent.
