Old Business

Campus Disciplinary Policy – Guests invited to participate in the campus disciplinary process working group were issued a charge.  The working group was charged with developing a uniform student disciplinary process across all areas, with codification of violations, resulting in uniformity of sanction across areas given the individual level of violation.  
J. Mulford will attend the working group meetings; V. Fernandez will attend and report back to CSCC, and for the time being G. Steinberg will be the convener for the group.

The deadline for presentation of uniform Campus Disciplinary Policy to CSCC will be March 23, 2004.  CSCC will then invite campus constituent groups to provide testimony.

Campus Smoking Policy – The policy was presented to both SGA and RHA for input, no recommendations were suggested.  G. Steinberg will present to Faculty Senate this afternoon.  G. Perkins will email to Staff Senate for comments.  Recommendations were suggested that the policy language be brought in line with the language of the “Guide to Residence Living,” clarifying that smoking is prohibited in buildings with shared ventilation systems.   G. Steinberg will write to Steering Committee after input from the Faculty Senate is complete to advise of any recommendations made.  If the Staff Senate has any recommendations, they will be forwarded at a later date.  

Student Travel Policy – Given that the time remaining in the fall semester, CSCC will have to address this policy next semester.  CSCC members are asked to begin to gather and research information related to student travel policies.  G. Steinberg will distribute the URL’s to student travel policy websites provided to him by the Steering Committee.  K. Roth and G. Perkins will collect information for Student Life, G. Steinberg will gather information from the faculty, V. Fernandez will gather information regarding overall administrative travel policies which may impact student travel.  The January and February CSCC meetings will be dedicated to invitation of constituent groups and stakeholders to provide testimony.  The December 8th meeting will be dedicated to travel policy review.
