Alcohol Policy Review

a) General (presented by Mark Woodford)



The preliminary report of the New Alcohol and Other Drugs Policy will be presented to the Board of Trustees in October of 2008; the biennial review of the policy and final approval by the Board of Trustees will be in December of 2008;; policy will also be reviewed by other departments that it affects (i.e. ResEd, athletics) prior to BOT meeting in October, as well as Tom Mahoney (Counsel). 

b)  Mark Woodford went over the elements of the new policy (dated August 27, 2008).  The charge to CSCC is to recommend any changes that are identified by the committee as well as through the governance processor concerns.


c)  Committee Feedback on the policy:

Strengths

· Tone – approved of positive tone, especially with respect to those students who choose not to drink (previous versions of the policy had been punitive)

· Policy is mission driven (thinking ahead for new students)

·  Policy seems to be consistent with the Commission on the Prevention of Alcohol Abuse report, based on what Mark Woodford, Chair of Commission, has reported to CSCC
·  Reflective of campus’ core beliefs
· Very user friendly, addresses audience better than earlier versions

· Incorporation of educational information is an improvement on older versions

· CSCC applauded the inclusion of the policy mission statement – sets the tone for the document

· Overall, Section A of the document was determined to be strong
Recommended Changes
· Appendix A- cite studies to make it more academic and to appeal to authority outside of TCNJ.  There should be a balance between being readable and being academic
· “Other drugs” – what does it apply to? How do you define it? There might not be enough in the policy about other drugs. 

· Overarching College Guidelines section - #2: add location for clarification . 

· Campus police should look at this policy


For the next meeting (September 24th): Focus on the sections that Mark identifies in his e-mail to the committee. Mark will consult with the ADEP office concerning Appendix A and will recommend changes to the August 27th draft.
