Alcohol and Other Drug Policy

a) Diane Gruenberg went to Steering to give an update on CSSC’s work with the Alcohol and Other Drugs Policy.


b) Board of Trustees Presentation- presented by Mark Woodford and Marisa Hourdajian

· Presented on the components of the policy.
· Contrasted the new policy to the old policy. 

· There was not much discussion. They seemed to like it.

c) Draft from October 7, 2008: Comments

· Change of policy statement- negative turn, should make it more positive. Combine college policy and fulfilling purpose of the policy. The following text will be send to the sub-committee for further review:

“The College of New Jersey is committed to promoting the safety and well-being of its students. While recognizing that the appropriate and legal use of alcohol in our society can be sociably acceptable and that the improper and excessive use of alcohol and other drugs can interfere with the College’s mission. The College therefore prohibits the use of illegal drugs and permits the use of alcohol and other drugs in a manner that is responsible and adheres to restrictions imposed by law and the College’s standards of conduct.” ( change accepted. 
· General Counsel made legal changes ( change as accepted.

· Sections removed by General Counsel and will be added to the appropriate places (i.e. ResEd) ( changes accepted. 

· [Diane] Made two editorial changes. Passed along to Laurie, changes incorporated.  
· [Wayne] Section A.2 and section A.4 add “other drugs” ( rejected. 

· Section B.3 strike the last sentence of it ( accepted. 

· Last paragraph of “Effects and Consequences of Alcohol and Other Drug Use and Abuse” found in Appendix A, after bullets will be changed. It shall now read: “Given these challenges, it is the intention of this policy to affirm the college’s commitment to promote and respect our student’s overall health and well-being and rights and responsibilities, i.e., respecting responsible decisions regarding the legal use of alcohol or other drugs, and recognizing the alcohol use is a part of our society that can be socially accepted. Therefore, in keeping with TCNJ’s educational mission, and underscoring the importance of developing critical thinking skills, the following information is provided.” 
d) CSCC voted unanimously to move the Alcohol and Other Drugs Policy on to SGA, Faculty senate, and Staff senate.
