1. Alcohol Policy.  The CSCC approved, as a preliminary resolution, its ad hoc sub-committee’s revision of The College’s alcohol policy with one amendment to the definition of “campus-affiliated events.”  The policy will now go to the Faculty Senate, Staff Senate, SGA, and unions with a request for testimony.
2. Unified Disciplinary Policy.  The Steering Committee asked if the problems identified by the CSCC in its memo of last spring were primarily problems of policy or implementation.  After discussion, the feeling was that implementation is the primary problem.

3. Election of Officers.  Glenn Steinberg was elected chair of the CSCC; Rebecca Alimena and Danae Little were elected co-vicechairs; and Adam Knobler was elected recording secretary.
