1. Introductions, and welcome of new members
2.  Minutes of October 3, 2013, approved as circulated.
3. Update on membership in the National Consortium for Building Healthy Academic Communities. Academic Affairs and Students Affairs have agreed to split the fee to become founding members. M. Blicharz is completing the paper work. All were invited to participate in a webinar on 11/15/13 on “Building a sustainable wellness program with measurable impact: The basics and beyond.”

4. Old Business
a. Alcohol and Other Drug Policy, which was reviewed and revised last year  is now back being reviewed by CSCC. Open fora have been postponed till January.
5. Continued discussion to identify goals for current academic year and beyond

· Agreed to Survey all faculty and staff and include at least the following areas: Wellness promotion, Screening, Illness care, Activity and exercise, and environmental issues. Agreed IRB approval is not necessary. HR representative, Karen Samuels will check with HR. We will begin drafting survey at next meeting. C. Wells provided a draft survey r/t exercise that will serve as a foundation.

· Agreed to coordinate a Campus –wide wellness day (info dissemination; screenings; education) in February

· Agreed that communication to the broader campus community is critical. C. Wells will begin work on an information website to list all wellness related activities in one place. Also agreed to consider apps and use of the LCD displays in buildings around campus.
· Discussed Campus Town/PEC/new construction and the role of the HCPC. Agreed to gather more information on PEC fee for faculty and hours of operation.
· Again reviewed Healthy Campus 2020 (ACHA) & MAP-IT model. Agreed that it is specific to changing a health behavior and not appropriate for use at this time but in the future.
