5. Emergency Response System:  A text-messaging system purchased from NTI-Connect Ed in partnership with other NJ schools via the NJEdge Consortium will go into effect soon. The Product has been purchased and students, faculty, and staff will be able to enroll a cell-phone number whereby they may be notified of emergencies and weather advisories. Weather alerts are going to be coded differently than emergencies. The system will require a commitment of individuals to provide for the cost of text-messaging. Council members suggested that supervisors maintain a list of employees unable to subscribe so that information may be distributed to them through another channel.
