I. Monthly Discussion with Vice Chairs of Committees

Janet Morrison (CFA).  CFA is continuing to work on its two charges: Realignment of the Promotions Document and the charge on reviewing SOSA policies and procedures.  The Committee plans to turn more of its attention to the report on the realignment of the promotions document completed once the SOSA policies and procedures has been approved.    They are planning on voting to approve their preliminary recommendation regarding SOSA at today’s meeting.  Once approved, they will send the preliminary recommendation to Steering and hold hearings in the next couple of weeks.  They plan to have their final recommendation by the week of Spring Break.  Steering was also informed that the CFA Conference Committee has not completed its report.
Tom Hagedorn (CPP).  The Committee is continuing its work on two issues—Middle States Review and policies regarding program closure.  CPP has also been working on developing a provisional one year schedule grid and plans on passing a resolution at today’s meeting to accept the provisional schedule for the next two years.  CPP expressed some confusion over which committees have been charged with forming the new schedule.  It was clarified that the original charge was to CPP (albeit after consultation and input form CAP and CFA), and that it is understood that as part of their continuing charge they will come up with the permanent schedule. 

Rebecca Alimena (CSCC).  The Committee is continuing to work on the Drug and Alcohol Policy and have collected written testimony and held an open forum on January 28.  They expect a subgroup to be formed to concentrate on the charge.  They reminded the Committee that they had sent their preliminary recommendation regarding student travel policies and disciplinary policies.  Steering restated that the Committee’s response regarding the preliminary recommendations was that although the questions they raised were good ones, they were all covered under the original charge sent to CSCC.
Louis Tucci (CAP).  The Committee will hold its first meeting of the semester today.  Dr. Tucci was informed that two new charges had been sent and were received by John Landreau: GEAC’s response to its charge and review and a charge on a new Theatre and Drama minor.  Steering also transmitted a new charge regarding academic policies resulting from transformative change to CAP to Dr. Tucci during the meeting.   CAP and Steering were informed that the report on Liberal Learning had been formally approved and that an announcement will be sent out shortly.
