I. Approval of Minutes

II. Updates
A. CFA’s Preliminary Recommendation on Reappointment, Tenure, and Promotions Document

CFA is currently holding open forums to collect testimony for their final recommendation on the Reappointment, Tenure, and Promotions Document. The cover letter submitted to Steering with the preliminary recommendation points to the main issues being revised. 

B. Civil Engineering

The proposal has been submitted for Board approval at their February meeting and has also moved forward to the State level for completion. 

C. Faculty Senate and Staff Senate Testimony on Scheduling/Calendar Committee
Steering has received replies from the Faculty Senate and Staff Senate regarding its request for testimony on the creation of a Scheduling/Calendar Committee. A reminder will be sent to SGA and Steering will discuss the testimony once the final reply has been received.

D. Alcohol Policy
CSCC completed their work on the charge regarding TCNJ’s Alcohol Policy. Since no final recommendation was received by Steering before the revised policy was posted to the web, CSCC has been asked to provide the final recommendation and has noted on the website that the policy is pending Board approval. 
III. Action Items
A. Final Recommendation from CPP regarding CPP’s Governance Charge 
Since CPP references several past documents regarding their Governance charge, a document will be prepared with columns showing the previous charges side by side. This will allow Steering to clearly review the recommended changes from CPP. The item will be discussed at the next meeting.   
B. Final Recommendation from CPP regarding Planning Councils

A document will be prepared with columns showing the proposed charge and current charge so that Steering can review the changes at its next meeting.

C. Final Recommendation from CAP regarding Qualifying Option A, Second Major Programs
Steering approves the final recommendation from CAP and will notify the appropriate offices for implementation.

D. Charge to CAP on Defining Minors
A charge will be drafted for CAP regarding the definition of minors due to the requests coming forward for exceptions to the double counting of courses for minors. Steering will send forward the two current charges on double counting requests for Art History minors and International Business majors. 
E. Charge to CAP regarding Undergraduate Students taking Graduate Courses
