It was agreed that it would be

beneficial to hold workshops for advisors on how to advise their students

concerning study abroad.

3) Karen Jenkins reported on her campus meetings with Bill Heartley of the

NJ Consortium and with a representative from the American Business School in

Paris.

4) It was noted that the Workshop on Health, Safety and Emergency

Management would now be held on November 3rd.

It was recommended that the next such

function should be a luncheon for faculty.
