MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION PROGRAM COUNCIL, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 1, 2006

1.  The minutes of the meeting held on October 11, 2006 were read and approved.

2.  The new student representatives were introduced, and other committee members and guests introduced themselves.

3.  Jim Lentini of the ISA program in Rome was unable to attend, but Simona Wright said that Dominic Luciano, TCNJ’s ISA representative spoke very highly of it.  The Rome program is particularly well suited for students not studying Italian, so it does not conflict with the Siena site.
4.  Brian Potter of the Department of Political Science introduced a proposal to accept the ISA Direct program in Spain.  In this program, advanced language and more independent students are placed in smaller regional cities and in Spanish universities.  The committee voted unanimously to accept the ISA Direct Program in Spain.  
5.  Simona Wright led a discussion of the draft of the guidelines for distribution of site visits.  The committee unanimously voted to accept the draft and authorize the subcommittee (consisting of David Holmes, John Pollock, and Simona Wright) to develop an application based on the draft.  
6.  David Holmes and Simona Wright recounted the visit of Tony Solomonides’s visit from the University of West England.  Currently, two of their students are here at TCNJ and one TCNJ will go there in the spring.  Simona emphasized that the engineering and business programs were particularly strong at UWE, and that this is a good opportunity to develop an abroad program for schools and departments with scheduling and certification/accreditation barriers to abroad programs.
