Recommended Academic Policy Changes Resulting from Transformative Change
Academic Load:  Full-time status for financial aid and billing purposes equals 3 full course units.  Normal full-time load equals 4 full course units.  Maximum load for any TCNJ student will be 5 course units and require dean’s office approval.  Programs that require 5 course units in a given semester, or under certain conditions, may arrange for blanket approval through the Office of Records and Registration.

Residency Requirement for Graduation:  To earn a degree from The College of New Jersey, a student must take at least 12 full course units at the College.  Normally, the student’s last 8 course units will be taken at the College. No more than 3 course units in the senior year may be earned away from the College. Such enrollment must be expressly approved in advance by the student’s department and the Office of Records and Registration.  This standard is in effect for students entering the College, Fall 2004 and beyond.
Class Standing:  Class standing will be structured as follows:


Freshman or First Year
 0.00–7.75 earned course units


Sophomore or 2nd Year
8.00–15.75 earned course units


Junior or 3rd Year 

16.0- 23.75 earned course units


Senior or 4th Year

24.0+ earned course units
Maximum Units Taken in Transfer:  The maximum number of courses taken in transfer from schools designated as community colleges or junior colleges will not exceed 16 course units (64 semester hours).  The maximum number of courses transferred from all sources will not exceed 20 course units (80 semester hours).
Transfer Hours Conversion: For transferability, one course unit equals four (4) semester hours.  The College of New Jersey will transfer in courses based on this same formula, i.e., a 3 semester hour course will equal .75 course units.
Dean’s List:  In order to earn Dean’s List for a given semester, a student must be enrolled in 3 full letter-graded course units and earn a GPA of 3.5.  P/U graded courses do not count toward Dean’s List.
Latin Honors:  In order to graduate with Latin Honors at The College of New Jersey, students must earn 16 course units at the College and attain the following GPA’s:

Summa Cum Laude
3.90+


Magna Cum Laude
3.75+


Cum Laude

3.60+

This standard goes into place with students who enter Fall 2004 and beyond.

Departmental Honors:  Students must complete 2-3 advanced honors courses (as designated by the department), complete Senior Research Project, and gain departmental invitation.

Course Approval Form:  Approval of the new course approval form to replace ones previously approved for undergraduate and graduate study. 
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
